- An embodied knowledge of dramaturgical structure engendering reflective understanding of any given
character’s function within the dramatic whole.

- An embodied understanding of contemporary performing arts practices in the context of theatre and art history,
with reflections over associated methodologies.

- Acritique-based understanding of national and international playwriting, theatre, film, TV, art, music, dance,
performance art and artistic trends.

- A broad knowledge of other creative and technical theatre disciplines, such as costume, set, props and lighting
design, production management, etc.

- Reflections on the correlation between the philosophical perception of mind and body (dualistic vs. holistic /
Descartes vs. Poteat) and own artistic output.

By the end of the 3 Year Professional Acting Course, students are able to —

- Convey any given character’s thought processes, emotional life, language, voice and mindbody actions with
artistic originality and integrity.

- Yield their performance to the dramatic whole, collective effort and flow in a freely expressive and artistically
investigative state of mind.

- Adapt their artistic method and expression according to all relevant performative media and the aims/vision of
specific collaborators.

- Conduct their work on the basis of a broad understanding of theatre and art history from Greek Tragedy to
contemporary drama and art.

- Investigate, assess and develop their individual performative language and artistic expression (= innovation)

- Communicate and problem-solve creatively with all participants in a collective work process, informed and
inspired by experience, research and theory-based practice.

- Sustain throughout a performance within any genre or medium the free-flowing, embodied voice at an advanced
level of variety.

Al har i fase 1 har foretaget en administrativ vurdering af, om uddannelsen lever
op til seks definerede krav for at kunne komme i betragtning til at blive niveauvur-
deret, hvilket Al fandt var tilfaeldet. | fase 2 har Al bistaet af faglig ekspert Mikkel
Harder Munck-Hansen, skuespiller og instruktar, foretaget en samlet vurdering af,
om uddannelsens mal for lzeringsudbytte kan indplaceres i Kvalifikationsrammen
pa det ansggte niveau?. Den samlede vurdering i fase 2 er baseret pa tre vurde-
ringspunkter: Uddannelsens mal for leeringsudbytte, undervisernes faglige kvalifi-
kationer og anvendelsen af undervisningsevalueringer pa uddannelsen.
